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ANNUAL REPORT

10 meetings have been held this year. Each meeting was held in Carreghofa Primary School on the last Tuesday of each month, except for the May meeting  which was held on the 20th May to fulfil the requirements of the elections regulations. In August and December no meetings were held. Mr M Clare was co-opted on to the council to fill the vacancy left following the local elections

The Walls Bridge Committee has continued to work on the project to improve the area and develop it as a community open space. The Committee has received funding  and work has started. The land has been cleared and levelled and the bases for the car park and play area have been started. Money from Galliers Homes for the play area is delayed, as the houses are slow to sell.

An organisation called Llimeys has been set up continue to help the Llanymynech Limeworks Heritage Site. Dr Poole agreed to be the representative for Carreghofa Community Council

The joint burial board has met 3  times this year.  A start has been made to find  a new burial ground. 

The Council submitted jointly with Llangyniew a motion to the One Voice Wales conference asking for OVW to request action from The Welsh assembly Government  to resolve the problems of roads coming into Wales from England  namely the A483 and the A485. The submission was successful and the motion passed at the AGM.

Councillors have attended Cross Border meetings which are concerned with the problems of cross border issues – such as the road system.

Councillors have attended 2 joint meetings with Pant And Llanymynech Parish Council. These have led to better sharing of information on issues which concern Llanymynech as a village – such as the War Memorial and the Burial Ground.

The Chairman attended a Garden Party at Buckingham Palace

During the winter Powys County Council cut the street lighting in Llanymynech. The community council has negotiated for some of the lights to be re lit – on a part night basis. 

A donation was made this year to  help pay for the maintenance of the Richard Roberts Clock

Money was given to the Village Hall   towards its upkeep

A donation was made to Good Companions to help towards coach trips for their members

A donation was made to Carreghofa Primary School to help buy new play a new computer

Planning applications have been discussed and comments sent to the planning authority.  Councillors have attended Planning Liaison Meetings. 

Regular meetings of One Voice Wales Montgomery Area Committee have been held and attended by the Council’s representative.
