12. Matters arising

No response yet from Llanymynech and Pant with regard to the War Memorial – Mr C Backshall has put a notice in the Parish Magazine to request information on any names that should be added in conflicts since the Second world War. There is an opportunity to add these names at the same time as the restoration of the Memorial

Royal Mail has been in touch concerning the reopening of a post office in Llanymynech – this would have to take the form of an agreement between the post office in Llanymynech and Llandrinio Post Office. Two options are possible but there is still a problem of where the post office could be located. Mr Backshall and the Clerk have been in touch with the new owner of the shop – who seems to be in favour of the post office relocating in the shop. His details have now been passed to the Post Office. 

13. Committee Reports

Wall Bridge Committee

Land has been prepared for seeding. The electricity pole is still in situ - following discussions with the electricity board a charge of £911.00 + VAT is required for the work to be carried out. In view of the urgency the committee agreed to pay this amount although Mr Backshall has written to request a reduction in this amount.

Designs for the two signs were discussed and changes suggested – Dr Poole will take these suggested changes 

into account.

Mr McCluskey has been canvassing the local parents for their ideas for play equipment and will report back to the committee next month.

Highways and Byways

A local resident, who had a mishap on the tow path when her mobility buggy toppled into the canal, has asked that the Council contact British Waterways concerning the barrier at Walls Bridge Gate, where the accident happened.  The path slopes down towards the canal and she is concerned that the barrier that was put in place following the accident does not extend far enough to prevent another accident.
