12. Report of outside bodies

Meeting of One Voice Wales Montgomery Area Committee – attended by Mr C Backshall – Wednesday 8th April

Presentation by Mr John Howard, Montgomeryshire Community Health Council. Mr Howard outlined the main provisions of the Welsh Assembly Government’s Document ‘The Future of the Community Health Councils in Wales’ and explained his council’s concerns regarding the local representation within the framework and other issues which it considered would also adversely affect local communities in Montgomeryshire. Of particular concern is the relationship between the Associations and the Councils. Associations will report to Councils but will not have representations on the Councils. Under current arrangements ‘local’ Health Councils can attend ‘County’ Health Council meetings but do not have a vote. Following discussions it was agreed that the committee should respond to the consultation outlining the concerns with particular reference to local community representation.

Registration of the One Voice Wales website was discussed. 

Councils need to obtain a paasword – one for the clerk and Chairman and one for the councillors. This has been done for Carreghofa.

A ‘cross border’ meeting is planned, provisionally for 6th July 2009. Transport will be on the agenda and our conference motion concerning the A458 and A483 will be included in the proposals
