It is hoped to arrange a special meeting in early September with County Council Officers to discuss the protocol and associated matters of concern.

Community and Town Councils were asked by the Development Officer to mention OVW, whenever relevant, in publications and reports as a means of drawing attention to the work of the organisation and act as encouragement to Councils not currently members to join. Councils were asked to submit suitable items for inclusion in ‘The Voice’.
