       Minutes of meeting of the Wall Bridge Committee held on 10th March 2009 in Llanymynech Village Hall

It was confirmed that the council had been successful in bidding for funding and has received £8000 towards the cost of  developing the land at Walls Bridge to provide a Community Leisure area and that sufficient finance is now available to carry out the following:

Phase Two – Construction of New Vehicle and Pedestrian Entrance and construction of the Car Parking Area

Phase Three – Clearance and cultivation of the remainder of the site to provide a hard wearing grass surface

Additional funding of 2532.48 is also provided for signs and visitor information boards.

Given the funding completion dates and wild life considerations at the site it was agreed that the above work should be started without delay.

The need to engage contractors was discussed. The following quotes have been received 

· A K Services and Sales for clearing the site, providing the access, parking area grass area, play area and fencing and gates £35960.50 + VAT

· P & W Contracting – to construct the parking and play area and to clear and reseed the remaining area and to install a double gate with pedestrian gate - £1368.00 + VAT

· Powys County Council for the Construction of new vehicular access - £5158.20 +VAT

It was agreed that Powys County Council Highways, Maintenance and Construction were the most suitable organisation to undertake the new vehicle and pedestrian entrance and that P&W Contracting were the most suitable organisation to construct the car parking area and undertake the clearance and cultivation work.

The following fees are required to complete the licence for the road access  

· £23 to Severn Trent for the plan of water installations

· £70  to Powys County Council for the licence

Proposed by Mr B Richardson that these be paid – all voting in favour
