09/17   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  None. 

09/18  POLICE REPORT for the Parish. PC Pete Dale had emailed a report which was 

read.  The cars parked for sale at the corner of Briggs Lane was mentioned and 

the ownership of the land in question was queried.  Cllr Mrs. Gaskill agreed to 

enquire of the Highways Department.  Reported that a 7 ton vehicles is parked 

outside Bron Vyrnwy with a sale sign and is close to the temporary traffic lights.

MATTERS RAISED BY THE PUBLIC.  Mr. Kevin Jones attended to present a 

Maps relating to the proposal regarding Bryn Offa School grounds and the joint 

use sports field. He gave apologies for the Head Teacher, Mr. Purslow who was 

unable to attend. He reported that it had been confirmed that the school did not 

have a right of way running through the grounds, but the public have always 

accessed the sports field via that route.  It was proposed to lock the school gates 

out of hours and to install a new gate into the Parish Council children’s play 

ground with some path work, then the school could be considered a ‘safe school’ 

which would provide 50% funding for the project of the new gate, path and 

signage.  Another funding source of ‘Safer Schools’ would provide money as 

well, leaving only a small amount to be found by the Parish.  This would then 

provide a safe route to school through the children’s play ground via a tarmac 

path.  Questions and discussion followed.  The consensus was that the school 

would not have a problem by locking the gates and should not have to provide an 

alternative route; most of the people who walk to the school use the pavement 

and the existing gates, so there was no need for a new access; the majority of 

schools have their premises locked to keep the children safe and to keep people 

out.  Mr. Jones said he would take these comments back to Mr. Purslow.  He 

then raised another matter of a new vehicular access onto the joint use sports 

field by the Methodist Chapel, because the school had obtained £10,000 for play 

equipment and wanted to site this near the nursery, it was suggested that the 

large mower would be able to get onto the sports field from a new gate. As over 

20 minutes had been used it was agreed to arrange a special meeting with Mr. 

Purslow, Councillors, Mr. Ron Hughes of the Methodist Chapel and the Clerk to 

discuss the matter prior to the next Council meeting.

OSWESTRY BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT.  Cllr John Duggan reported the 

Council was progressing quite rapidly with the Unitary process and they will be 

handing over the packages which are currently being dealt with.  Councillors had 

been worried that the Officers would have too much control, but there would be 

an interim committee to deal with this.  Cllr Mason asked about the planning 

changes and Cllr Duggan had been told that it was ‘business as usual’.  The 

planning and environmental health issues which had been reported by the Clerk 

at Llanymynech were mentioned and Cllr Duggan agreed to ask for a report on 


progress for the Parish Council.

PLAY EQUIPMENT The Clerk updated the Council on equipment installation and 


removal.  Councillors Pollitt, Jaffrey and Robinson had done an excellent job of 


removing the aerial runway at Llanymynech.  The Pant equipment installation 


had begun with the two sets of swing frames installed on the soil without the 

seats, the Hanmer multiplay unit installed in the middle of the field and the 


repaired springy rider.  The two new benches installed with the litter bin moved to 

the rear of the field.  Cllr Robinson agreed to paint the wooden fitness trail if 

materials could be provided and also offered to plant a flowering cherry tree.  

This was agreed and other trees to be obtained from Shawn Burkey.  Funding 


from the former Pant Youth Club to be used towards the equipment and the 


stored slide to be incorporated in a small embankment with donated soil.  The 


Pant Pandas had expressed the wish to open the new playground.  At 


Llanymynech the youth shelter had been completed and the new equipment 
would probably be installed mid March.  The wooden multiplay unit needed 

removal as well as the rubber wet pour surface.

PLANNING. 09/15901/FUL Glendale, extension and garage – no  comment.  09/15911/FUL Well Cottage, new dwelling – comments to be made as follows: The site of the proposed dwelling is outside the development boundary for Pant.  When the original Well Cottage was auctioned for sale, it was stipulated that the site was not available for development and the later application for conversion of a small stone barn opposite to Well Cottage was allowed solely for the purpose of the family's sleeping arrangement.  The proposed building is out of keeping with the settlement, in an area which features cottages of the original settlement.  The site is near to a bend with restricted visibility on a narrow lane.  09/15925/FUL Bennions, extension – no comment.
