Hallowe’en in Llanymynech         31 October 2010

Enjoy an unusual Hallowe’en experience at the Llanymynech Heritage Area, North Road, Llanymynech,SY22 6EA. Find us where the A483 crosses the canal at Llanymynech. Look for the brown Heritage Area sign. If the car park is full there is additional parking behind the Dolphin in the village. (Go in the Llansantffraid direction at the crossroads)
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There will be Creepy Cruises on the Montgomery Canal aboard the trip boat ‘George Watson Buck’ at 2pm, 2.45pm and 3.30pm from the Visitor Centre. A barbecue will be available and there’ll be face painting to turn the youngsters into monsters. Cruises cost £4 for adults, £2.50 for children (children 1/2 price if in Hallowe’en costume). Family tickets for 2 adults and 2 children are £12 or pro rata.

From 3pm some of the action will move to the Stables block near to the kilns. Here you’ll be able to make pumpkin lanterns and pumpkin soup (which you can eat on the spot), enjoy some traditional Hallowe’en food, take part in Treasure Hunts and listen to the story teller. He will tell tales during the afternoon and then, around 5pm, will spin his ghostly yarns in the atmospheric Hoffman kiln. Cost will be about £5 per pumpkin!

Do come in Hallowe’en costume and don’t forget to bring a torch.
