Heritage Area Happenings

The building and restoration aspects of the Llanymynech Limeworks Heritage Project are now all but complete. This spring will see:

· Fencing work around the viewing area north of the Hoffmann Kiln, on top of large draw kilns and (with steps) by the restored smaller draw kiln on the hill

· The replica brake drum installed at the top of English inclined plane

· Interpretation installations including panels, waymarkers, sculptures and tramways/trucks. 

· Displays and a scale model of the Limeworks in the Stables Education Room

Later in the year the two Welsh brake drum houses will be stabilised and a toposcope will be created to help people understand the landscape as seen from the nearby viewpoint overlooking the Severn/Vyrnwy valley.

An exciting programme of spring and summer events has been lined up to link with village festivities and the launch of Monty ’08 – a series of canal related celebrations.

These include:

· 9th/10th/11th/12th July, 7.30 –9.30 (times to be confirmed) – ‘In the Limelight’, a community play brought together by the LADS to celebrate Llanymynech Hill and all that has happened on, below and even inside it!
· Date to be confirmed. Family orienteering event – no previous experience required, the course can be tailored to individual needs
