CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS.  The Chairman Cllr Gaskill thanked the Former Chairman Cllr Pollitt for his two years service and for his work on the playgrounds and Cllr Northcott-Hammond for his Vice-Chairmanship in the past two years, as they had not  been at the previous meeting to  receive the thanks of the Council.  Cllr Gaskill also thanked the Council and The Clerk for the charming letter thanking her for her service as Borough and County Councillor, which was much appreciated.  Congratulations and a Welcome was extended to Cllr Arthur Walpole who had gained the seat for the Llanymynech Division of the new Shropshire Council.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  There were no members of the public present.

Shropshire Council Report.  The Report was given by Cllr Walpole who said that of the 74 seats available the Conservatives had gained 54.  Cllr Keith Barrow was the new Council Leader and Members of the Cabinet had been selected, Committee membership was also being done, Cllr Walpole would be on Development Control (Planning) as well as others.  The spread of representation is very even handed with the Leader being from the North of the County and his two Deputies from Central and Southern Shropshire.  Cllr Walpole attended a meeting with Owen Paterson MP concerning Llynclys junction and he had mentioned the Bypass as well as the wind turbine transport through the village.

POLICE REPORT for the Parish. PC Pete Dale joined the meeting.  The traffic accident in the village involved a 15 year old school boy getting off the school bus, his injuries were minor, but the incident was reported to the Highways Agency as an injury RTA and would be logged.  The crimes were burglaries of two sheds, criminal damage at Badgers Green development involving the soft landing bags for use under scaffolding which result in an arrest, also theft at the Church on the 11.6.09 and approximately two weeks previously one of the staves was stolen.   The Police had been conducting speed checks in the villages, the worst areas were St. Martins and the Cabin Lane area of Oswestry, but in Pant there had been no reason to stop any motorists.  They will conduct these checks periodically on a regular basis.  The car for sale at the top of Station Road, blocking visibility was reported.

CORRESPONDENCE. Letter from the CRT asking for a nominated member of the Trust was reconsidered.  It was agreed to suggest that Council send a Cllr to attend the meetings as an Observer, not to have a vote, but to exchange information.  The Council did not want to appoint a Trustee at this stage, but would like to see the Terms of Reference for Trustees, because the Council would have to be aware of Trustees financial implications.  Other correspondence received from Oswestry Play Partnership next meeting (coincides with PC meeting) and consultation on Constitution, North Shrops Play Partnership information leaflets, The Playing Field newsletter, The Civic Society newsletter, Buzz the Community Council newsletter.

PLANNING.  09/00787/FUL Crowhurst, Pant extension to rear – No comment. Problems of accessing documents on line were mentioned and Cllr Walpole said that the process was 3 weeks behind. Cllr Pollitt queried the action on Mr. & Mrs. Fenner’s complaint about planning and it was reported that Edwina Smart had dealt with them directly.  The file to be returned to Mr Fenner.

Planning Inspectorate response. The Clerk circulated copies of the reply from the PI acknowledging that there had been mistakes and the standard fell short of that to be expected of PI but they could not correct the mistake; the email to the MP and his response in which he stated he had involved the Shropshire Council.

PLAY EQUIPMENT  Clerk reported on the play equipment - The swing seats have been installed in Pant, but the rubber matting had not been installed very well and a complaint had been made to Ray Parry Ltd to re-visit the site.  Cllr Pollitt reported that he had removed the remainder of the wooden playframe at Llanymynech, but the part with the slide was still good, so it was suggested that the slide in storage could be utilised by adding this to the other side of the frame with some modifications and repair to the surface.  The Launch for the two fields by the pre-school children taking part was discussed and it was agreed that the Stan Brown memorial bench could also have an official ceremony at the same time.

RIGHTS OF WAY The claimed RoW at The Tramway, Hearing on the 13th October, prior to which Mat Stephens of the Shropshire Council was due to conduct interviews of claimants.  Arrangements had been made by the Clerk for Pant Memorial Institute to be used on Friday, 26th June.   The Stoney Steps path had been blocked by growth, but someone is now strimming half of it.  The problems of waymarking and growth on the lanes in Pant (UN4) had been drawn to the RoW Department’s notice.  The Llynclys drainage problem had been drawn to Amey Mouchel’s attention.  Station Road Pant steps need a replacement handrail.  Cllr Melling asked for a number that could be used to report blockages on the A483, even temporary ones caused by parking at the shop etc.  Discussion on the problems of the A483 and lack of a Bypass and it was agreed to start by sharing the information of statistics, criteria and then forming a sub-group to work on another campaign.
