OSWESTRY BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT.  Cllr John Duggan said his term 

as a Councillor was due to end on the 31st March and as he has always been 

against a Unitary Authority, he had decided not to stand again.  He produced an 

email informing of the enforcement notice for the fish and chip van business use 

and this had been approved at the Borough Council meeting that week.  Cllr 

Duggan said he had enjoyed working with the Parish Council and thanked 

Members for their support.  The Chairman thanked him and asked that he remain 

for the rest of the meeting, should any matter arise requiring his attention.

COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT.  Cllr Mrs. Dilys Gaskill reported that her comments made on behalf of the PC on the Powys Local Development Plan had been responded to and they had agreed that they would try to view the area holistically regardless of the border.  She had attended the final meeting that day of Shropshire County Council which was also the 120th anniversary, so a tree had been planted to mark the occasion and past Chairmen had attended.  The new Shropshire Council was due to start on Wednesday, 1st April.  Elections are due on the 4th June 2009 and the present Councillors stay in place until the 8th June.  The Local Joint Committee had met at Ruyton on Monday and this pilot committee had now distributed £40,000 in the area over the 2 years and each parish had received at least two grants.  This parish had received funding for notice boards, Good Companions trips, play equipment and a youth shelter.  

Cllr Mrs. Gaskill announced tht she had decided not to stand in the June elections, having enjoyed 16 years public service, she would remain as a Parish Councillor and stressed the need to have good representation on the new Local Joint Committee.  When the new Shropshire Council takes over the ward will be known as Llanymynech. It was agreed that the respect Cllr Mrs. Gaskill’s name inspired in local government was demonstrative of both her talent and service. 

It was proposed by Cllr Mason and 2nd by Cllr Mrs. Smith that a letter of thanks be sent to Cllr Mrs. Gaskill for her service at the conclusion of her term, and a similar letter be sent to Cllr John Duggan for his two years service as a Borough Councillor.  Agreed unanimously.
