POLICE REPORT  PC Dale attended to report on crime in the Parish.  The window damage to the Methodist Chapel was the main item of concern, but also theft of heating oil and shed break ins still occurring.  There was also a  problem of vehicles being parked for sale on the grass at the Briggs Lane junction, which PC Dale had been dealing with.  A sign was suggested, initially the Clerk to prepare notices stating that the owner would be charged for the grass cutter to return to complete the job impeded by the vehicle.  The vehicle blocking the footway outside the former URC Church was reported and the suspicious persons parking in the turning area of Rockwell Lane.

OSWESTRY BOROUGH COUNCIL REPORT  Cllr Duggan reported that new joint committees are being established so that all the Councils can join in.  Changes in health provision were mentioned, also the development sites of Burbidges and Oswestry Cattle Auctions currently under negotiation; he stressed the need for making comments on these proposals as well as the third site, as they will have a huge impact on Oswestry.

PLAY AND PLAY EQUIPMENT.  Carole Jones joined the meeting with a member of the Youth Club to discuss support for activities during the summer holidays, at a cost of £280.  It was proposed by Cllr Keaveny, 2nd by Cllr Mason with all in favour and therefore RESOLVED that £140 be donated to the Youth Club activites, which could be matched by Carreghofa Community Council.
The Clerk reported on the installation of the goal and basketball wall to be installed on Llanymynech playing field the following day.  Cllr Mason agreed to attend with Mrs. Sheila Dixon to ensure correct siting.  The Youth Shelter was also due to be installed the following week between the goal end and the entrance gate.
The Clerk gave a report on her meeting with Ray Parry that morning at Pant PF to discuss a quotation.  It had been discovered that the equipment had been vandalised and was dangerous and she had taken the decision to close the playground until further notice.  Locks and chains were obtained to secure every entrance gate and notices displayed on all gates prohibiting entry.  The Council approved this action.  A firm, Rea Valley Timber had been asked for a quotation to remove all the damaged equipment.  Loan Approval had been granted and the form completed for a loan of £15,000 over 10 years, £10,000 to be used to re-equip Pant playing field and £5,000 to match fund the money raised by the Committee for Llanymynech.

PLANNING.  08/15554/FUL – CRS Pant, Vsat dish on side of shop – no comments.  Refusal of 08/15502 – 3 Bronwylfa new entrance was noted.  Site meeting had been arranged for Dunfermline, Pant.  Response from Compliance Officer to Bron Vyrnwy and 3 Hillside was queried.  Cllr Keaveny reported that he had been visited instead of the correct address and the response that Rockwell Lane was unadopted and therefore could not be controlled was incorrect.  Cllr Duggan was asked to visit the Department and inform of the errors and report the parking of an HGV on the footway at Bron Vyrnwy and the obvious business activity.

COUNTY  COUNCIL REPORT  Cllr Mrs. Gaskill reported that the investing date of the new Unitary Authority will be the 1st April and the election dates are still under discussion.  Tim Healey visited Shirehal last week and promised Government support for the new council.  The Local Action meeting last evening voted to have a £2,000 Community Chest Fund for small grant applications.  Llanymynech Good Companions were awarded the £300 they had applied for.

CILCA REGISTRATION  The CiLCA course registration had increased to £150 and the content of the course had been changed.  The Clerk requested the balance of £80 be paid by the Council.  This was proposed, 2nd and agreed unanimously.

ROADS, FOOTWAYS AND RIGHTS OF WAY.  Closure of ROW UN4 had been delayed with a variety of problems, because of the dispute over the past 9 years the County ROW Officer Terry Hughes had been visiting to resolve these.  The claimed ROW at Station Road to Tramway, Pant Order is now in the queue for publication.  Discussion on a mph flashing sign for the village concluded with Cllr Mrs. Gaskill agreeing to contact the Highways Agency to obtain one.  The mirror at the junction of Tregarthen/Briggs Lane needs repair.  The Bypass campaign was discussed.  It was agreed to use vibration measuring equipment in houses throughout the summer, to request the data from Environmental Health for the measurements taken outside Pant Memorial Institute.  Agreed to write to the Welsh Assembly and Lembit Opik, MP to inform them of the plans and that the Council will contact them again when the data is available.

VILLAGE MAINTENANCE.  The grass outside Trieste had not been cut again.  Replacement street name signs for Delfan and Rosemount Drive were requested.  The Clerk reported that the Rockwell Lane ‘turning area only’ sign would cost £300 and it was agreed to enquire if the Divisional Surveyor could help with this.  A Memorial Seat for Mr. Stan Brown as agreed as the Stanford seat from Glasdon incorporating the Council’s logo, which the late Stan had commissioned.   The family had confirmed the cost would be covered be their donation.
