Areas following the successful pilot and the opportunity to appoint replacement 


representatives.  The Chairman, Cllr Pollitt said he had circulated an email to the LA 


reps concerning the timing of the meetings at 4.30pm being difficult and he felt he had 


positive responses to this.  Cllr Mrs. Gaskill explained about the system of pre-


meetings, the public meeting and the post meeting analysis and how different time 


scheduling had been tried in view of the fact that the meetings have to have Officer 


support.  It is now possible to appoint an alternative rep if the original person was 


having difficulties, but it was important to attend the public meeting to vote on 


spending for the parish.  Cllr Pollitt said it may be better for someone else to replace 


him.  It was agreed Cllr Pollitt would attend the next meeting on the 10th April, but 


the item be placed on the May Agenda for discussion.

COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT.  Cllr Mrs. Gaskill began the County Council report 


by detailing the draft proposals concerning the Boundary Commission consultation.  


The county would be split into three divisions - North, Central and South Shropshire; 


currently Llanymynech and Pant are outlined as in the Central division, but this would 


mean travelling to Shrewsbury for most meetings, whereas if it was included in the 


North division the administrative centre would be much nearer.  The Implementation 


Group are working hard on setting in place all the necessary structures - planning is 


intended to stay as local as possible.  The next Local Area Pilot meeting will be on 


environmental issues and the Llanymynech and Pant requests for dispensers for dog 


waste bags which the Clerk requested at the Trefonen meeting is included in the 


report; with the proviso that they should be biodegradible.  Owen Paterson MP had 


informed Cllr Mrs. Gaskill that the Bypass has been taken out of the priority list with 


the West Midlands Regional Assembly.  It was agreed that the Parish Council write to 


the Minister of Transport to enquire whether this was correct and the reason for the 


exclusion with a copy to Owen Paterson.

It 


was agreed to write to the Monitoring Officer to enquire in what capacity Cllr Duggan 


was attending the meeting, as the Parish Council had not been informed of his interest 


in the matter and wished to know if he was speaking as a friend of the objector or as 


the Borough Councillor.  Closure of part of Station Road, Pant for one day only was 


noted.
