Cllr Gaskill had attended a safe roads partnership meeting at the Lord 


Hill hotel Shrewsbury and mentioned to a Highways Agency representative there 


the need for cameras to visit Pant.  She learnt that the buried sensors are being 


replaced by lasers, which is new equipment and they requested that the dead 


cherry tree outside PMI be removed as it blocks the equipment.  Cllr McConville 


agreed to take this to the PMI committee.  The HA person had offered to attend a 


PC meeting, and DG suggested that he could be invited as the speaker at the 

APM.  The Oswestry Civic Society had given the village an award to be presented at their dinner on the 6th October.  It was agreed that the Clerk attend 
this.

ROSPa report discussed and agreed that the aerial runway would have to be replaced and to write to Cllr Duggan concerning funding.

published, a site visit had been made to ascertain the correct line.


Cllr Mrs. Gaskill had been asked to request a street name sign at the bottom of 

Station Road, Pant beyond the canal bridge.  It was proposed by Adam and 2nd 

by Peter that a sign denoting Well House Lane, Pant be requested, all in favour 
and Cllr Griffiths would enquire if the sign could be placed on the wall a property facing the bridge.
08/105 VILLAGE MAINTENANCE Agreed to send a letter to Carolyn Downes and 


Paul Shevlin who would be leaving their posts.  Terry asked that a letter 


be sent to Montec as the property was causing a nuisance and an 


eyesore.  Also the street light  removed from Badgers Green entrance by 

the Developer to be restored as a matter of urgency and to inform Charles Church Homes the PC will have a new  one installed and send them the bill of approx £1,500 for non compliance.  The Powis Arms shrubs are blocking the visibility for vehicles exiting Station Road, Pant agreed to write to the property owners to trim them back.
