POLICE REPORT for the Parish.  CSO Gordon gave the Report for recent crimes. There had been two burglaries other than dwellings one in Heritage Way at the building site and the other at the storage area at the rear of the Co-op Shop in Pant where two bottles of lucozade were taken.  Halloween lanterns had been taken from outside the Heritage Centre and there had been a small fire in a toilet at Llanymynech Village Hall causing damage amounting to £10.  The number of shed break ins had dropped in other villages and police warned people not to store Christmas presents in sheds or leave them on display in vehicles.  Marks left by a satellite navigation system often led to the vehicle being targeted by thieves and the police station can provide free cloths to remove these marks and will register the device in case of theft.  CSO Gordon also advised that Rural Watch is a new scheme for sending alerts to people by phone etc.  Questions were asked on gas cylinders left at an empty house being a possible fire hazard.

Cllr Arthur Walpole joined the meeting at 7.50pm and gave comments on the application.

The Developer is going ahead with some of the work at his own expense and has submitted evidence of earlier correspondence on reducing the height of the wall when the site was being considered for houses.  Edwina Smart has now visited the site and held meetings with the Developer and the application will most likely be decided by Committee.  Cllr Mason said the materials being used were not in compliance with the Conservation Area and the Llanymynech Design Guide is being ignored by Planners.  Agreed to make these comments.

confirming the Order for the right of way from Station Road to The Tramway in Pant.
Letter of support requested for the Shropshire Way project in the Parish.  Agreed to 

invite Jim Stabler to attend a PC meeting to give information on what was intended.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL REPORT.  Report was given by Cllr Walpole the Compliance 

Officer had confirmed that the Lion Hotel is in Receivership and he ensured that the fence was repaired and made safe.  The next Local Joint Committee meeting will be at Kinnerley and will be primarily about the Council budget and decision on the next round of bids, applications close on the 30.11.09.  The Badgers Green roundabout is still being progressed.  The vacant seat on the Bryn Offa Governors has now been filled by Eileen Dawson on Cllr Walpole’s nomination.  Shropshire Council have ensured that the north west relief road for Shrewsbury goes ahead separately from the flood alleviation scheme, which would have affected the Melverley area and been more costly as a combined project.

09/116  DONATIONS  The Clerk presented the financial report to 31.10.09 and confirmation of 

bank balances and explained the various items.  Requests for donation were received from 4 organisations – Llanymynech Youth Club, West Shropshire Talking Newspaper, Marie Curie Nursing and the Citizens Advice Bureau.  Proposed by Cllr Robinson, 2nd by Cllr Mrs. Smith, with all in favour it was RESOLVED to donate £25 to each organisation. 
09/117 ROAD AND FOOTWAYS  The Chairman Cllr Mrs. Gaskill explained about the Safer

Roads Partnership proposal to carry out a pilot Speed Watch through the village over a 6 month period.  The village had been identified as having a problem with speeding vehicles and the data confirmed this, the mobile speed enforcement at Pant was to be the first of its kind in Shropshire and would commence on the 23.11.09.  Letter from Shropshire Council consulting on the withdrawal of the 71A bus service as the cost per passenger is £5.58; there was concern as this is the last bus to leave Oswestry for the south villages. The area has already lost the Arriva services, consequently there is only a bus leaving Pant at 10am and a return at 3pm, the loss of this service would preclude workers using the bus for travel to/from work.  Agreed to object and to enquire what effect the bus pass has had on services and whether the cost per passenger is calculated including the use of passes.  Letter from Mr. Andy Burgess concerning the road transportation by wind farm construction traffic, agreed to write in support and all Councillors to have a copy of Mr. Burgess letter, so that they could respond individually.  Cllr Mrs. Gaskill reported on her site visit on the A483 and she had alerted them to a number of issues, the number for reporting any problems is 08457 504030.  It was agreed to write to property owners where hedges overhang the footway requesting they be trimmed back.
09/118 FINANCIAL MATTERS  Accounts as list were Proposed by Cllr Mason and 2nd by 
Cllr Robinson and approved with Cllr Mrs. Gaskill abstaining.  
09/119  PLAYING AND RECREATION FIELDS.  The Clerk presented details for registration

and legal protection for the Council’s land.  The land not already registered at the Land Registry could be registered for a cost of approximately £40 and the Deed of Dedication with the Fields in Trust would be free of charge.  It was agreed to authorise the Clerk to proceed with the process.
