POLICE REPORT for the Parish.  PC Dale report – no crimes, only a few domestic 
disputes in the Parish.  There had been further arrests in connection with the shed burglaries.  Questions were asked about the statistics of RTC’s used by the Highways Agency.  The Agency only use 4 years as base data, currently 2004-08.  The complaint about the mini island on the B4398 had been responded to by Shropshire Council.

COMMUNITY REGENERATION OFFICER.  Debbie Marais of Shropshire Council explained that she was one of 28 C.R.O.’s appointed in Shropshire, attached to the Local Joint Committees. Funding application forms were distributed and Debbie offered to attend meetings when needed, she also hoped to have a regular surgery in the village hall.  It was suggested that attendance at the quarry liaison meeting may be helpful.  Debbie was asked if funding could be sought for a crossing warden for the village just at school times, and she agreed to enquire if this was possible.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL REPORT.  Cllr Walpole (arrived at 7.40pm).  He reported on 

the Badgers Green mini island which Highways would investigate; they hold a bond until the roads are completed to adoption standard.  Cllr Walpole was informed about the PC’s street light removal by Persimmon Homes and he agreed to mention this also.  The Budget is now at the draft stage and there will be consultations in January, they are setting up a modelling system on line, which will enable people to try prioritising. The Planning Committees continue to meet at two locations and the Strategic Planning Committee will probably finalise the supermarket applications by December.  The Lion Hotel had been discussed with Edwina Smart, she promised to find out whose responsibility it was as they would have to make safe the fencing.  Cllr Walpole had met with Highways and Developers regarding the toilet site; the lay by and right of way had been discussed.  The site was now leased, it may be some time before it opens.

Mr. Murley (an Objector) 


allowed the party onto his property which gave a good view of the path.  The ownership 


was proved to be Powis Estate. The outcome of the Inspector’s findings were awaited.

ROAD AND FOOTWAYS  The Chairman, Cllr Mrs. Gaskill said she had continued to

meet with the Highways Agency concerning the A483 and a meeting was due to take 

place the following day.  A list of problems to be raised was drawn up.  It was 

RESOLVED TO send a letter to the Highways Agency of the outcomes from the LJC 

meeting held on the 13.10.09 and also to enquire how much has been spent on the 

A483 with copies to Owen Paterson MP and Cllr Arthur Walpole.  Parking on the 

footway at the shop in Pant by HGV’s was mentioned.  The Clerk gave Cllr Mason’s 

report on the Llynclys Quarry Liaison meeting – the Company had reduced the 

employees to 3 at Llynclys plus the Quarry Manager, all stone crushing equipment had 

been moth-balled, as contractors would be used for this work when needed.  Plans for 


the re-instatement of the minor road had been mislaid, so this would not be completed 


and the regeneration of the quarry site would be completed naturally.
